In this tutorial, you’ll learn how to easily browse standards in the IEEE Xplore digital library.





To view standards available in IEEE Xplore, select Standards under the orange Browse button located on the main menu bar.





On the Browse Standards page, you can browse by either standard subject or number.





Under the Subject tab, you will see the general subject headings for all IEEE Xplore standards. 





Under the Number tab, there are a couple of ways you can browse standards in IEEE Xplore.





First, you can select the number of results per page or choose to see only active standards using the option to the right.





Browse standards by number by clicking on the standard range. You’ll see results for only the range you selected.





You can also enter a specific standard number in the search box and select from the type ahead drop down menu or click browse.





You will receive results categorized by standard status. 





At the top of the list, you’ll see all the active versions, followed by the archived and draft standards.





This is helpful for making sure you are using the most current version of a standard. 





On the right side of all the standards pages is a Recently Published box. Here, you’ll see all the newest standards published by IEEE.  You’ll also find links to a Standards Status Report, Errata and Correction Sheets, and Interpretations for IEEE standards.
