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The American Society for Engineering Education (ASEE) welcomes partnership with the Education Activities Board of the IEEE.  I am pleased to serve as the ASEE Representative to IEEE EAB for 2007.  The ASEE is a strong and active organization striving for the improvement of engineering education world wide.
1. Year of Dialogue (YoD) activities.  Beginning with a Socratic panel session at the 2006 ASEE Annual Conference in Chicago, the ASEE organization has been involved with a YoD with a special emphasis on the scholarship of teaching and learning in engineering education.  This topic will be discussed at each of the twelve ASEE Section meetings held in the 2006-07 year.  The results of these discussion as well as inputs from a wide variety of other constituents will be used to create a report with a working title: Transforming Engineering Education Through Educational Scholarship.  It is envisioned that input from the IEEE EAB and IEEE Education Society will be part of the formulation of this report.  A draft of the report is anticipated in June 2008 with the final report issued in June 2009 after feedback with a wide audience of ASEE members and non-members.  
2. K-12 Activities.  The ASEE continues to be engaged in a wide range of K-12 activities.  These activities include the formation of a K-12 Division (roughly the equivalent of an IEEE Society) and the organization of workshops for K-12 teacher before recent Annual Conferences.  ASEE will publish the third edition of the Engineering Go For It magazine.  With the completion of this cycle, over one million copies of this magazine will have been distributed.  

The ASEE has begun a discussion with Peter Crouch, Dean of the College of Engineering at the University of Hawaii, to seek ways to cooperate with the IEEE and other professional organizations on offering the next Engineering and Education Deans’ Summit.  To date, no definite plan has evolved.
3. Rising Above the Gathering Storm Report.  The Board of Directors of ASEE has gone on record as strongly supporting in the recommendations of the Rising Above the Gathering Storm report issued by the NAE.
4. 2007 Annual Conference.  The ASEE Annual Conference will be held in Honolulu, HI from June 24-27, 2007.  I hope that many of you will be able to attend this exciting conference.
