Volunteer Maintenance 
CEAA reviews applications and selects candidates for the IEEE’s pool of program evaluators. CEAA also selects representatives and alternates for the Engineering Accreditation Commission (EAC) and for CEAA membership. 

PEV pool. This past year, CEAA selected 19 new program evaluators, 13 from academia and 6 from industry. Finding qualified volunteers from industry or government continues to be a challenge. In addition to new evaluators, 62 experienced evaluators, whose terms would otherwise expire, were extended for one year. Of those, 37 are from academia and 25 are from industry. 

Evaluator applications are moving from IEEE control to online under ABET management. CEAA currently reviews applications received through IEEE and some received through ABET. 

Preliminary evaluator training is moving online and in-person evaluator training is delivered under ABET control, which leaves program-specific training to the evaluator selection committees. CEAA has not yet resolved how best to deliver program-specific training. In addition, because ABET schedules evaluator training sessions, CEAA will have to select PEV candidates earlier than it has historically in order to give evaluators enough lead time to choose any of the scheduled sessions. 

PEV assignments - Pat Daniels and Bill Sayle assigned IEEE visitors for 94 programs, including 52 for electrical engineering programs and 34 for computer engineering programs. One difficulty in assignment: 48 visitors were unassigned, mostly because they were delinquent in updating availability online. 

This was the first year that CEAA assigned evaluators to international programs 

CEAA membership - CEAA members elected Michael McQuade to CEAA to replace outgoing member Donna Peterson, effective July 2007. 

EAC representatives - Jerry Brand has resigned from EAC effective July 2008, so Joe Hughes, the EAC alternate, will replace Jerry and the committee will elect an EAC alternate at its January 2008 meeting. 

CEAA projects 
CEAA has ongoing projects in several areas: charter revision, accreditation policy paper, advanced criteria, dual-level accreditation, PAVE, and the first professional degree in engineering. 

Charter revision - CEAA’s charter is being revised, which will necessitate revision of its processes to conform to the wording of the revised charter. Vance McCollough plans to review the entire CEAA website for revision by December 2007. 

Accreditation policy paper - CEAA submitted suggested changes to the IEEE’s accreditation policy paper. 

Advanced criteria - CEAA supported the 06-07 change to the criteria. 

Dual-level accreditation - CEAA recommended against allowing a program to seek accreditation at more than one level. 

First professional degree in engineering - CEAA submitted suggested changes to an article by Moshe Kam. 

CEAA Subcommittees 
CEAA has seven subcommittees: PEV Assignments, PEV Training, PEV mentoring, Nominations, Continuous Improvement, Awards, and Standards in Education. All of these subcommittees have been active during the last year. The bulk of the work is in assignments, in training, in mentoring, and in continuous improvement.
